Activity Instructions:

 First take a rectangular A4 (8 1/2” x 11”) sheet of paper and fold it down the center as in Fig.
1, opening it out again afterwards.

Activity 2 - Paper Airplanes - continued

» Take the first 1cm (1/2”) of the rectangular sheet and fold it up along the dotted line in Fig. 2.

further folds

Fig. 2 fold until end
touches this line

» Fold the flap over and over until about 3/8 of the length of the sheet is folded in this concer-
tina fashion as in Fig. 3. This should give a heavy and thick front lip.
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» Now fold along the two dotted lines in Fig. 3 bringing the top edges into the center line and
fold along the center line to give Fig. 4 as a side view.

Fold the wings down along the dotted line in Fig. 4 on either side of the centre. Now you can
fly your airplane!
